As part of a project
designed to work with local heritage venues to explore how artists can use museum col-
lections in different and engaging ways we have invited artists Kaspar Wimberley and
Susanne Kudielka to come and work with the communities of Rawtenstall.

Kaspar and Susan are artists who are experienced in working in unconventional spaces,
developing projects to engage communities in new forms of artistic collaboration. Having
worked in Liverpool, Jersey , Germany , Bulgaria and South Africa , they bring with them
a wealth of experience about how to develop successful arts projects.

During May Kaspar and Susanne came to stay in Rossendale to research the stories and
collections of the museum and the people of Rawtenstall. From this they have developed
a project called ‘The Shop of General Interest’. Taking its inspiration from the notion that
the museum was opened as a * Museum of General Interest ’, this work will see the
empty shop at 40a Bank Street turned into an intriguing extension of the museum. From
this space the artists will run an adopt a treasure scheme. This will entitle anybody who
would like to drop into the shop the chance to pick a mystery object from the museums
unseen collections which they will then be invited to learn more about by visiting it in the
attic at the museum (an experience only normally possible for the privileged few).

The artists are also looking for
interesting collections that you
might have in your lofts that you
might be prepared to show them.
This will then form part of an
audio tour of Rawtenstall which
will feature interesting collec-
tions of the people of Rawten-
stall.

If you are intrigued by this pro-
ject there are a number of ways
to get involved. You can come
down to the shop and talk to the
artists, or if you are part of a
community group who would like
to come and visit together we
can arrange a session for your
group with Kaspar and Susanne.
